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Church Car Park


We have received a number of complaints about the driving conduct of parents in the church carpark in the mornings and at home time. In particular parents complain that other parents do not use the parking spaces provided and insist on parking as near to the school as possible whether there is a parking space there or not. This leads to much congestion and restricted visibility. It also means that children have to walk in front of and behind cars as they approach their own parent’s car. Safety in the carpark is further compromised by  parents driving at speed across the carpark to make a quick exit on the Garvaghy Road. 


Mr Gribbon spoke about this issue at the October Curriculum Nights and asked parents to ensure that they parked properly and to drive SLOWLY in the church carpark. The speed limit in the car park is 5 miles per hour. The speed limit is there to protect ALL children. Children can be careless and occasionally even reckless. Drivers and adults should not be! Please protect all our children by parking properly and slowing down! 


We will be monitoring this situation and contacting, in writing, any parent / grand-parent who is compromising children’s safety in the Church carpark.
