Retelling stories in own words


Shared and guided reading – sequencing events in stories, joining in with repetitive lines, make predictions.


Develop active listening skills, Concentration, memory, discrimination, sequencing, and visual discrimination.


Develop auditory/visual memory, and discrimination, syllabification through rhymes and stories.


Nursery rhymes – looking for rhyming words, finding other words that rhyme, clapping a steady beat, matching word to word and sequencing, responding to nursery rhymes (acting, puppets, etc)
