Term 1: Number: Number to 16 dev. Inc. problem solving and money. Patterns for 2, 5 and 10 to 50 with 100 square. DH: tally recording. Days of week, months of year & Seasons. Directions R/L/F’ward/B’ward. Understanding need for standard units of measure through investigation. 


Term 2:Number facts to 20, number recog. To 100; patterns +/- 1’s, 10’s.


Time – half hour & digital; 2 fig. grid references; quarters of quantities.


Term 3: round numbers to nearest 10; money to £1; TU + with carry over; right angles in 2D shapes; concept of area; comparative language for capacity.


Mental Skills strategies will be on-going and incorporated into each lesson.
