	NUMBER:

Place Value-Recap ordering set of consecutive and non-consecutive 3.dp numbers, recognise value of each digit in a 3.dp number

3.dp numbers-Round 3.dp numbers to the nearest whole number, 1.dp and 2.dp

Percentages-Calculate percentage increases and decreases using written and calculator methods

Multiplying and Dividing-
Use standard written and calculator methods to multiply and divide numbers of any size by a single digit, including numbers to 3.dp, estimating answer before calculating; Multiply any 2 or 3-digit whole number by any 2-digit number, using standard written method 
Negative numbers-Use negative numbers in calculations in everyday contexts.

Brackets-Understand the effect of using brackets in calculations.

Money-Use understanding of different ways of funding large purchases to decide on most cost effective choice e.g. calculating total cost of a holiday using different payment schemes.

SHAPE & SPACE:

Volume-Use standard formula to calculate volume of composite shapes involving cubes and cuboids
2D shape-Understand concepts of similarity and congruence;
Calculate the sum of the interior angles or a range of 2D shapes
Angles-Construct angles using a protractor to an accuracy of 2o; Understand angle relationships associated with parallel lines

MEASURE:
Length-Interpret given scale plans and diagrams, calculating corresponding real life lengths; Construct scale plans and diagrams using given or measuring real-size lengths

HANDLING DATA:

Construct and interpret line graphs showing continuous data, e.g. time, temperature or distance.
PROCESSES:
Solving problems (related to each topic area) using a range of strategies such as – draw it out, make an organised list/ table, guess and check, find a pattern/ use a rule, remove irrelevant information, work backwards.
