Text:- Shared /guided  reading; Characters; – non-fiction information/non-chronological reports & explanations; alphabetical order – glossaries, dictionaries; flow charts; understand term explanation; rhythm, rhyme and sound in poetry; use poetry & non-fiction text formats for writing; St Bridget/Patrick; cultural identity Setanta; Oisin &Tir na nOg


Sentence Level: - past tense verb agreement; speech marks in reading; labelling; diagrams; spider graphs; mapping; ways to represent text; follow poetic structures for writing; produce flow charts/cyclical recordings; use of imperative tense.


Word Level :-  Linguistic Phonics Stages 1-5; Word attack skills – segmenting and blending; context; picture clues; multi-syllable word skills; word endings and tenses; time connectives.





Number:- Odd and even numbers; Mental skills – recall number facts to 20; +/- language acquisition including problem solving; recognise numbers 1-100; vertical addition and subtraction up to 99 (no regrouping or exchanging) ; develop Patterns on 100 square when +/- 1’s, 10’s.


Measure:-Money to 50p – including  shopping activities/giving change; Understand O’clock and half past and relate to digital equivalence; Understand arbitrary measures for length and need for standard units; meter; Fractions halves & quarters.


Data-Handling: Select and use decision trees; tally recording; bar graphs; Understand, read & write 2 figure grid references.
